(They will not count towards the homework grade, but they will help you think about the exam, will help your fellow students study, and might show up on the final exam, giving you a headstart!)
Final Exam Questions

1. Contribute at least four suggested questions for the final exam, no later than 1pm on the due date.  Log into Blackboard, go to the Discussion Boards tab, then to the Final Exam Questions forum, and post each question as a separate message.  Note that these messages will be in HTML, so you can use the mini-editor to format the message (for example, the table I used to create my matching question that I posted as an example).  You can use existing threads (topics) or start your own thread.

The questions should be neither trivial nor ridiculously hard, and can be on any topic that we’ve covered in the class, since the final exam is cumulative.  The questions you submit should be on a mix of topics and should take on different forms/lengths/difficulty levels (e.g., four multiple-choice or true-false questions will not be seen as fully satisfying the rqeuirements).

You should not include solutions to the questions on Blackboard (finding the solutions is part of studying!)


Assuming that enough reasonable questions are submitted, my intent is to have at least one-third of the questions on the final exam be based directly on the questions submitted to this Blackboard forum.  So it is in your best interest (a) to generate reasonable questions and (b) to visit and study the questions posted there!  (We can also go over any of these questions in the review session.)
